We’ve enjoyed some wonderful musical 
activities this month where our Sandown 
students performed in the all-district 
Elementary concert at the Performing

I would like to thank many of our 
Sandown parents and community 
members for helping raise monies for 
our school through the Hannaford Helps 
Schools Program.  We received an award 
of $735 to support the many educational 
programs at Sandown Central School!!  
These funds really improve the quality of 
programs for our 4th and 5th graders.
