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Attention: Parents of current 2nd, 3rd

If your child wants to play a band or string 
instrument next year…they must sign up 
NOW! 

Come to the Timberlane Performing Arts 
Center either Mon. June 18 or Tues. June 19, 
(your choice – times to be announced), to sign 
your child up for band or strings. There will be 
NO fall sign ups.  
 

Band and string instruments 
are open to current 3rd & 4th 
graders.  String instruments 
(violin, viola, and cello) are 
open to current 2nd graders.  

 
Because a lot of elementary school children 
have never been exposed to band or string 
instruments before, we have developed the 
“Start Up Band & String Program”, which 
helps young students decide which instrument 
best fits their body structure and personality.  
 
Experienced instrumentalists and instructors 
will be available to help you and your child 
with their decision.  Instruments offered are: 
violin, viola, cello, flute, clarinet, oboe, alto 
saxophone, trumpet, french horn, trombone 
and percussion. (Sorry no piano or guitar.)   
 
Once the children choose their instrument, 
they are given the opportunity to rent an 
instrument (if they do not have their own). 
Then we give them 3 beginning lessons on 
June 20, 21 and 22.  The lessons are offered 
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at a reduced rate and are held in the morning 
and/or evening to accommodate working 
parents.

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With the warm weather quickly approaching, I 
wanted to share a few tips on sun protection.   
 
�� Sun protection is especially important 

between the hours of 10AM and 2PM when 
the suns’ rays are strongest. 

�� Protect yourself from the sun by wearing a 
hat, light colored and loose fitting clothing, 
along with a waterproof sunscreen. 

�� Wear appropriate sunscreens. A sunscreen 
rating of 15 is sufficient for most people. 

�� If you have very young children it is best to 
keep their skin from being exposed to the 
sun. 

�� Drink plenty of water.  Try to avoid 
consuming dehydrating drinks such as soda, 
coffee, or alcoholic beverages. 

�� Never leave children or pets alone in a car 
on hot or sunny days.  This can cause 
serious injuries or death. 

�� If you become overheated, stay out of the 
sun and drink plenty of fluids.

Summer is a time to relax and have fun.  It is 
also a wonderful time to read together, sharing 
the wonder and excitement of a new book.  
You, as parents, play an important role in your 
child’s development of a love for reading. 
 
Summer reading has been shown to provide 
the following valuable outcomes: 
 

· Encourage a love and enjoyment of 
books 

· Increase vocabulary knowledge 
· Increase reading fluency 
· Develop background concepts and 

general knowledge 
· Provide models of good writing 
· Provide maintenance of reading 

skills learned through the year 
 

Here are some tips to make summer reading a 
fun experience for you and your child: 
 

· Keep books in the car and make 
sure a good book gets tucked into 
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sports bags and campers’ 
backpacks. 

· Get your child his/ her own library 
card. 

· Help your child select books on 
topics s/he is interested in and are 
on his/her reading level. 

· Have plenty of books, books on 
tape, magazines, and other reading 
materials around for kids to read. 

· Stock up on inexpensive books that 
can be exposed to the elements or 
swapped for others after reading. 

· Connect reading with other summer 
activities.  For example, if you are 
going to the beach or camping, 
choose a book on the subject. 

· Let your kids see you reading. 
· Read it, and then do it!  Does your 

child want to learn magic tricks or 
juggling?  Read about it, then give 
it a try! 

 
Look for age appropriate summer reading lists 
available in the school library and public 
library.
