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The team is planning a bake sale for the week of 
October 23rd.  We are looking for 5th grade parents to 
bake some ‘goodies’ that can be sold at lunch.  This 
year we would also like some parents to buy some 
‘peanut free snacks’ for the bake sale.  Your child 
should have a list of acceptable items.  If not, ask 
your child’s educator for one.  The money raised is 
used to lower the cost of field trips for fifth graders. 
We are planning several extended trips this year, 
which require the use of coach buses.  
 
We have started and are well into or are finishing up 
our first unit in Everyday Mathematics.  The first 



       

 

unit deals with multiplication, factors, squares, square 
roots, place value, exponents, prime and composite 
 
numbers.  This is a lot of  
material to grasp, but the  
students seem to be doing 
very well overall.  Memorization  
of multiplication facts one through  
twelve is required and is very  
important to the success of your  
child in math. We will be working on our facts 
throughout the year, and hope that you can work with 
your son or daughter also.  
 
All fifth grade classes will begin their study of science, 
social studies, and history as soon as the NECAP 
testing is completed, the first week of October. 
 
We are using our new language arts books to help 
students with their writing this year.  The book, 
Writers Express, is a great resource that will be used 
often as we go through various forms of writing. 
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September has been a busy month for fourth grade.  
This month we have been focusing strongly on 
Everyday Math skills.  It is very important that parents 
practice games to reinforce math facts at home with 
their child consistently.  This will help the children 
make a smooth transition to new math concepts. 

Reading strategies have been introduced this month 
following the balanced reading approach.  Please 
have your child read at home as much as possible.  
Students should be reading literature that is at their 
level.  If you find that they are reading material that is 
too difficult, suggest that they try that particular book 
later in the year when they are ready and find a new 
book to try out.  Classroom teachers and the library 
can help with suggestions for free reading if 
necessary. 

In addition to reading, the students have 
been studying some astronomy and are 
looking forward to the planetarium field trip 
in October.  Fourth graders also 
celebrated Constitution Day with several 
different activities.  One activity was 

creating a Constitution Quilt to recognize the signers 
of the famous document and the states represented.     

Students have also been preparing for our upcoming 
NECAP test in October.  All classes have been 
working on test-taking skills and reviewing necessary 
strategies and concepts.  These skills are not only 

important for the test but are also good overall skills 
for lifelong learning.  We took a practice test and we 
are proud of the students’ efforts and behaviors.  
Please remember to pack a healthy snack during 
testing week and encourage plenty of sleep.   

All of the fourth grade teachers would like to 
commend the students for a job well done on our first 
fire drill.  The children safely and quietly exited the 
building.  They also waited silently as teachers and 
administration followed the fire drill procedures.  
Thanks kids! 

It was a pleasure meeting the parents who attended 
the Open House on September 26th.  We look forward 
to all of your support and help through the school 
year. 
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This month students have been creating tessellations. 
Students are learning how to make shapes that when 
copied can fit together perfectly in every direction. 
They are transforming these abstract shapes into 
recognizable images which repeat to form a design.
