Then your child will have to make up, at a
later time, the parts of the test that were
missed.

Students have completed the Geometry unit in
Everyday Math. To reinforce addition and
subtraction facts they have played games,
used triangles, and completed practice
sheets. All fourth graders
should be able to quickly recall
any single-digit addition and
subtraction problem.

In science, fourth graders have
conducted experiments involving rocks and
minerals. These experiments have helped
them determine the properties of the different
rocks and minerals.

The fourth grade classes have begun their
first social studies unit which focuses on New
Hampshire, including its government,
geography, and history. The four fourth grade
classes celebrated Constitution Day by
completing a Constitution quilt for the hallway
bulletin board.
