5th Grade News

D.A.R.E. willonce again be coming to
Sandown Central. Our students will be
working with Sergeant Roy of the San-

down Police Department as they progress

through the wonderful lessons in this
nationwide program. We expect the les-
sons to begin shortly after the February
vacation.

Another math unit  is completed. The
students have wrapped up Unit 6 where
they organized data, revisited stem and
leaf plots of data, and took a more in-
tense look at adding and subtracting
fractions with and without common de-
nominators.

Now we are onto Unit 7 which means
we have finished our Math Journal 1
and will be beginning Math Journal 2.
Unit 7 will have the students looking at
exponents, scientific notation, order

of operations, and the adding and sub-
tracting of negative numbers. These
concepts can be challenging for many
fifth grade students, but remember, in
Everyday Math the concepts spiral
throughout the year. This gives stu-
dents several chances to grasp the
concepts securely. There are some
concepts that will be covered however,
students are not expected to be se-

cure with the concept. Some of the
concepts we expect the students to
achieve the development stage by the
end of fifth grade.

Atomic structure and  the Periodic
Table of the Elements are all part of
the upcoming unit in science. We will
be looking at chemistry. Students

will be doing several hands -on experi-
ments looking at various chemical re-
actions, including copper plating.

Each class is doing something with
inventions and inventors which ties in
nicely with recent lessons in our read-
ing program.




News from Everyday Mathematics

Why do children play
games during math les-
sons?

Everyday Mathematics (EM) games
reinforce concepts in a valuable and
enjoyable way. They are designed to
help children practice their basic
facts and computation skills and de-
velop increasingly sophisticated
strategies. Some games give children
experience using a calculator, while
other games emphasize the relation-
ship between the money system and
place value. Games also lay the foun-
dation for learning increasingly diffi-
cult concepts.

Children are often asked to play EM
games with family members as part of
their home practice. As you learn to
play the games yourself, you will un-
derstand how the games help children
learn mathematics. Many of the
games can be played with a regular
deck of playing cards. Ask your child

to teach you some of his/her favor-
ites.

Many games you have at home or see
in stores also involve mathematical
thinking. Here are some with the age -
levels suggested by the manufac-

turer. More games can be found on
